
Click on S1CalProcess 
and select ‘Insert PDZ’

Select the ‘PDZFiles’ Tab

In the pop-up window, 
select the folder 
containing your 

spectra



Press either shift or 
control to select all the 

spectra you want to 
bring in



You will see your 
spectra inserted below 
the existing spectra in 

the spreadsheet



Scroll to the left to find 
the element of interest

These columns contain 
all photons within one 
standard deviation of 
the fluorescence peak 

selected



Press shift and select 
the data you are 

interested in



Navigate to 
the file menu

Create a new 
spreadsheet



Paste that spectral 
data here



Next, navigate back to the 
original spreadsheet and 

select the file names



Paste those filenames next 
to the spectral data 



You can now analyze your data 
on a semi-quantitative basis

Remember that to compare 
your data, they must have: 

1. Same Energy 
2. Same Current 

3. Same Filter 
4. Same Time 

5. Same Atmosphere
